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THE COLONY OF WEST AUSTRALIA.

‘WESTERN AUsTRALIA includes all that portion of the Australian continent situated to the west-
ward of 129° East longitude, between the parallels of 13° 30" and 357 8/ South.  The greatest length
of this territory from Cap: Londonderry in the North to Peak Head (S. of King George's Soun)
on the South is 1,490 miles, and its breadth from Sheep Point at the base of Dirk Hartog's
Island on the West to the 129th meridian on the Bast about 850 miles. It contains an
ostimated area of 978,299 square miles, or, inclusive of the contiguons islands, about
1,057,250 square miles, Lcing about cight times the size of the United Kingdom. Thus
it is the largest of the .\u.tralian colonies; and it is also the nearest of any to England,
the distance being 10,950 miles. The coast line extends upwards of 3,000 miles. Westcrn
Australia was originally known as the “Swan River Secttlement:” that scttlement,
however, was only the south-west corner of the colony, or that portion lying to the 8.
of the 30th parallel, and W. of the 120th meridian. The occupied portion of the
colony is about 600 miles in length from north to south, by about 150 miles in average
breadth, and lies botween Alvany (King George’s Sound) in the South, and the Geraldine lead
mines on the Murchison, in the North, between about the 28th and 35th parallels of south
latitude, but this area is now gadually being extended. An important settlement has becn
formed in the neighbourhocd of Shark’s Bay, a large inlet, situated in longitude 114°
E., latitude 26° S. In thc neighbourhood of the swall islands which abound in this
locality extensive banks, covered with ihe true pearl oyster (avicula margaritifera) have
been discovered, and afford employment to a small fleet of boats.  On the extreme
north-west coast, also east, west, and south of Roebourne, the country is also being settled.
Exploration north of Esperance Bay has resulted in the discovery of beautifully grassed
country in the neighbourhood of Frazer’s Range, about 150 miles from Esperance. The
exploration of the country between the De Grey and Port Darwin, by Mr. A. Forrest,
F.R.G.S., led to the discovery of magnificent conntry lying north of the 19th parallel of
south latitude. He reports that the river Fitzroy flows through over 200 miles of richly grassed
plains, and that thissplendid stream is navigable, during a portion of the year, throughout the
whole of this distance. This tract of country has been considered of sufficient importance to
demand special legislation. It has accordingly been separated from the ¢“ North District” of
~which it was a part, and has becn named the Kimberley District. The land regulations of this district
have been specially prepared with the view to its early settlement, and in many respeets differ
‘materially from the regulations of the other districts. In addition to its fisheries, the north-west
<coast of Western Australian—formerly known as the Victoria or Port Gregory District, discovered
by Captain (now Sir George) Grey, and lying between the Murchison and Irwin rivers—has becn
found to possess extensive tracts of land, containing minerals, especially copper, lead, coal, and
tin ; none of these, however, have been worked, except lead ; the coal is not of good quality.
There are also large areas of land admirably adapted for pastoral purposes. There is every reacon
to conclude that the whole of the babitable part of the colony, within two hundred miles of the
seaboard, will ultimately be settled. The boundaries of the colony are, on the north and west,
the Indian Ocean ; on the south, the South Pacific Ocean; and on the east, an imaginary line
Jividing it from South Australia.

The Abrolhos, a group of rocky islands on the western coast, were sighted and named after
himself by Houtman in 1598 ; in 1629 Pelsart, in the frigate Batawvia, suffered shipwreck on
them. In 1616 Shark’s Bay was entered by the £ndraght, of Amsterdam. Cape Leeuwin
was first seen in 1622. In 1627 the southern coast to the eastward of Cape Leeuwin was sighted
by the Gulde Zeeport, and named after one of its passengers Nuyt’s Land ; Dampier, in 1688,
sailed along the N W, coast, entering and naming Sbark’s Bay, also giving his name to Dampier’s
Land and Archipelago, and naming many other parts of the coast and islands. In 1695 the
entrance to the Swan River was discovered by Vlaming, in the Gichrink, and in 1826 was
examined by Captain (afterwards Sir James) Stirling. In 1791 Captain Vancouver discovered
King George’s Sound. In 1801 the western coast was visited by the French corvettes Geographe
and Naturaliste, and many places still bear the names given by their officers. From 1820 to
1824 the Northern coasts were explored and surveyed by Captain King.

The Colony was first permanently settled in 1826 by Major Lockyer, from Sydney, who
landed with his party and occupied a part of the sandy shore, since called Rockingbam, sitnated
about 14 miles S, of Fremantle. In 1829, Captain Fremantle, commanding H.M.S. Challenger,
and Captain Stirling, in command of the Parmelia, left London to found the Swan River Settle-
ment, which was established on the 1st June (the colony completing its jubilee in 1879), Capt.
Stirling becoming the first Governor. His party on landing comprised a staff of eight persons, ten
artisans and mechanies, with their wives, and families, and servants ; also 51 head of cattle, 200
sheep, 33 horses, and pigs, and poultry. Of the officials, Peter Brown was celonial sccretary ;
Lieut. J. S. Roe, R.N., surveyor ; C. Sutherland, assistant surveyor ; H. Morgan, storekeeper ;

ADDISON'S FLAT, County Buller (Nelson
prov.), an alluvial mining township, between West-
port and Charleston, 8 miles N.from Westport. There
are extensive coal works in the neighbourhood. It
is the proposed terminus of the Westport and
Ngakawau Railway. Hotels : Shamrock and Royal.
Churches : Episcopal and Catholic. Public school,
average attendance 51. Population with vicinity
about 200.

AHAURA, a post town, with money-order,
savings bank, and telegraph office, in the Co. uf Grey
(Nelson prov.) 22 miles NE. from Greymouth.
Hotels : Gilmer Bros., Ahaure, and several others.

In the district, during 1882-83, 365 miners were
enployed, and mining plant was estimated at £2,250.

AKAROA. is a township with savings bank,
telegraph and money-order office, situated in Banks’
Peninsula (county of Akaroa, prov. of Canterbury),
on the eastern shores of one of the finest harbours of
New Zealand. The entrance to it is about a mile in
width, the anchorage being about 6 miles from the
heads in Pakariki Bay, where there is a depth of
four fathoms at low water. .\ second order flasbing
light was exhibited here for the first time on Jan-
uary 1, 1880. It was founded on August 10, 1840,
by Governor Hobson, who took possession only a few
hours before the arrival of a French corvette, L’ duhe,
conveying the Comte de P.ris with 57 settlers, and
thus secured it to the British Empire. The town
is a pleasant summer retreat for the inhabitants of
Christchurch, by whom it is well patronized. The
greater number of the residents arc French settlers,
who live by farming and the cultivation of fruit and
grapes, which grow most luxuriantly here ; there are
also several dairy farms where much cheese is made.
Population, 611 (census 1881). Ii lies about 38 miles
(56 postal) SE. of Christchurch, with which there is
steamer and coach communication. There will be
railway communication before long, with Christ-
chureh, part of the line is under construction, and the
rest is authorized. A coach runs to the Birdling’s Flat
Rajlway Station. A launchruns regularly to various
parts of the bay carrying goods and passengers.
There are Episcopal, Congregational (Ebenczer),
Presbyterian and Roman Catholic churches here, a
literary institute with a good library, a court-house,
a cottage hospital, a high school. & public school
(average attendance 99), private schools, an Odd-
fellows’ hall, and stores. In the vicinity are several
steam saw mills, The hotels are Bruce's, the Cri-
terion, Wagstaff’s and others. Bank: Bank of New
Zealand. Newspaper: Ahvroe Mail. The municipal
horough has an area of 221 acres, with 124 dwellings
and rateable property of the annual value of £5,097.

General Tips

for searching and getting more from Archive CD Books products

update to version 6 or later of Adobe Reader at www.adobe.com for the best searching capability.
enter the MINIMUM number of characters needed to bring up the search results required

use Adobe Reader to do some trial searches to try to identify the characters that may be misread. These can show
up in the extra text in the search results list. A few minutes trial will help you to avoid using characters that are
more prone to being misread, e.g. try entering "rederi" if you want "Frederick", but find that the letters "F" "c" and "k"
are sometimes misread.

use the "Match whole word" option to eliminate unnecessary items in your results list, e.g. to eliminate all the
blacksmiths and tinsmiths etc when you only want the name Smith

use the "Match case" option when you want to eliminate all the occupations "smith" if you only want the name
"Smith"

Don’t just search for names. Search the book for other names, places and subjects of interest:
* look for others of the same name
* look for others who lived in the same place or street
* who was the postmaster or police officer in the town?
* how often and at what time did the coach arrive in town?
* what churches were there and what time were services held?
* what other activities were there in the community?
* look for others who had the same occupation or other interests

All of this and more may be available in a seemingly mundane book such as a directory. Learn much of the background
of life at the time, even if your ancestor is not listed there.
