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THE DISCOVERY AND SETTLEMENT OF PORT MACKAY,

QUEENSLAND.

CHAPTER I.

THE EARLY DISCOVERIES ON THE EAST COAST
OF AUSTRALIA, 1770-1844.

The discovery of the East Coast of Australia, where Port Mackay is situated,

was the achievement of the great navigator, Captain James Cook, R.N., F.R.S.
After completing his arduous duties on the coast of North America,* he was chosen as
the Commander of the Expedition destined to observe the transit of Venus at Tahiti,

one of the Society Islands. This Island, which is believed to have been discovered

by Quiros, in 16o6, had been discovered independently by Capt. Wallis in the
°' Dolphin," in 1767. Cook started from the River Thames on the 21st July, 1768,
in H.M. barque the "Endeavour," going out via the Cape of Good Hope.

On completing his work at the Society Islands, he circumnavigated New Zealand
and arrived off the coast of Australia at a place he named Point Hicks, after his
first  lieutenant , who discovered it on the 19th April, 1770. Then he discovered

Botany Bay, where he stayed several days, and on the 6th May he started on his

ever memorable journey of discovery up the coast. On the 29th May he anchored
in Thirsty Sound, which he  so named on  account of the crew's inability to find fresh

water there, and on May 31st he anchored in Broadsound. He passed and named
Cape Palmerston, after Henry, Viscount Palmerston, Lord of the Admiralty and
on the 1st June was due east  of Cape Hillsborough, which he so named after the
Earl of Hillsborough, who was First Secretary of State for the Colonies, and

President  of the Board of Trade, when the " Endeavour" sailed.} Of the aspect of

the country here he says : " The Main Land is here pretty much diversified with

Mountains ,  Hills, plains  and Vallies, and seem'd to be tollerably Cloathed with

Wood and Verdure. These Islands [the Cumberland Islands] which lay Parrallel

with the coast, and from 5 to 8 or 9 Leagues off, are of Various Extent, both for height
and circuit  ; hardly any Exceeds 5 Leagues in Circuit are very small. Besides the

chain  of Islands , which lay at  a distance  from the coast, there are other Small Ones
laying under the Land. Some few smokes were seen on the Main land." On the 3rd
June he was obliged to anchor in a bay, which he named Repulse Bay, as he found

by the tides there  was no  further passage there to the N.W.; he then rounded

Cape Conway,  so named  after General H. S. Conway, who was Secretary of State

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CHAPTER IV.

CAPTAIN MACKAY'S EXPEDITION.

Captain John Mackay's Narrative`

year 1859 found me, like hundreds of
my profession ,  trying my luck as a
digger on the Rocky River Goldfields,
N.S.V.  Having ,  in time ,  made the
acquaintance of some young men whose
relations owned station properties in the
district ,  a trip to the far north in search
of country for their rapidly increasing
flocks and herds, was often discussed in
my tent ,  and always  concluded with a
pressing invitation for me to join them,
holding out as an allurement an immense
fortune to be acquired as a squatter.
The rainy season coining on and my
claim all but worked out, I at last
acquiesced with their wishes ,  in which
resolve, however ,  I fear a love of ad-
venture proved the strongest incentive.
After a few days preparation ,  we left
Armidale on the 16th January, i86o,
the party consisting of  Messrs.  John
Macrossan ,  H. Robinson , A. 'Mur-

ray, John Muldoon ,  D. Cameron,
John Barber ,  myself ,  and Duke, an
intelligent aboriginal black boy, and
splendid horseman . We  had 28 horses
with  the usual outfit ,  pack-saddles, fire-
arms ,  etc. As a description of our
journey to Rockhampton would, I fear,
prove of little interest ,  I will merely
state that we travelled via Tenterfield,
Warwick ,  and across the Darling
Downs to Gayndah ,  thence to Glad-

Fig. 9.-Capt. John Mackay, the discoverer
of Port Mackay. He was born 26th March,
1839, at Inverness, Scotland, and received his
education at the Free Church Academy in that
town. He first came to Queensland in the
ship ''Australia," Capt. Mowbray Mountain,
arriving in Melbourne in 1854 ; coming to
Sydney in the following year in the sister ship,
' South Carolina," Capt. Chas. Leisk. While
on the Rocky River diggings, in 1859, he
was chosen leader of the Expedition which
discovered the Pioneer River. Financially,
the expedition was a failure and John Mackay
returned to his early love, the sea, and for
nearly twenty years was a well known and
much respected commander of various vessels
in the South Sea and New Zealand trades.
He was appointed Harbour Master of Cook-
town in 1883, and afterwards transferred to the
higher post at Brisbane.

" At Tooloombah, within a short distance of the station, there is a public
house ; and at Waverley there is one kept by Messrs. Wallace and M'Gusty,
and situated half a mile from this side of Waverley Station, and at the point where
the Port Denison Road branches off. St. Lawrence is the shipping port of Broad
Sound, and is four and a half miles from Waverley, off the road, so that the postman
has to go nine miles out of his way in going there. There is an inn at St. Lawrence,
kept by a Mr. Boyce. Clairview is 17 miles from Waverley, and four from the sea
coast ; Yatton, late Mr. Cobham's, is 17 miles south of Lotus Creek, and 40 miles
north of Apis Creek ; May Downs, Mr. Arthur M'Kenzie's, is 12 miles S.W. of
Yatton ; Arthur Downs, Mr. M'Henry's, is 40 miles W. by S. Of Yatton, 45 W.S.W.
of Lotus Creek, and 20 from Cotherstone ; the last mentioned station is 35 miles
from Gordon Downs, and 35 from Retro Creek. From Lotus Creek to Conner's
.River is a distance of 13 miles ; thence to Cardowan, five miles ; thence to junction
of main road six miles ;  thence (towards Collaroy) to the crossing-place, three miles ;
thence to Boundary Creek, four miles ; thence-leaving the main road, going through
a gap, and crossing the river again-to Collarey, a distance of three miles.

" At the old station of Fort Cooper, the roads to Mackay, Port Denison, the

Thompson, the heads of the Isaacs, Rockhampton and Peak Downs meet. From

Fort Cooper to the range which divides the waters of the Isaacs from those of the
Bowen, is a distance of 20 miles ; across the range, Io miles ; thence to the crossing-

place of the  Bowen, 20 miles , Mr. Hilfling's station (Havilah) is about seven miles
from the crossing-place.t Mr. Lack's station is about a mile and a half off the road,
